• Billy Graham Evangelistic Association personnel teach classes. 
• These classes are for everyone, ages 13 and above. 
• Numerous locations will be provided weekly.  Each week’s classes are identical in 

content at all locations.  Each week select the class that most conveniently fits your 
schedule. 

• Participants attend one class per week for four consecutive weeks.  Evening 
classes begin at 7:00 p.m. and morning classes begin at 10:00 A.M..  

• A Student class will be provided.  This class will start 30 minutes early (6:30 P.M.) 
and will feature special music.   

• Everyone is welcome to attend the Christian Life & Witness Course (CLWC) 
without any obligation of being a counselor at the Celebration.  However, only 
those who attend these classes may become counselors at the Celebration. 

• Pastors are encouraged to set the pace for their people by attending all classes.  
Pastors are needed to be Supervisors of Counselors at the Celebration and must 
attend weeks two AND three of the classes to qualify. 

• Classes are free.  No registration is necessary.  Course books and materials are 
provided without cost.  A free-will offering will be received during weeks two and three 
of classes. 

• Christian Life & Witness Class bulletin inserts and posters will be available at 
the Church Leaders Rally.  These class schedules will be an effective tool in your 
promotion of the classes.  A five-minute promotional video is also available to be 
used in conjunction with the inserts.

• “Students 13 and older were encouraged to attend CLWC instead of the regularly 

scheduled youth group meetings.” 
• “Our Training Leader personally talked to all adults about CLWC attendance.” 
• “Small groups were postponed for three weeks, and members were encouraged to 

attend CLWC.” 
• “Wednesday night Bible study was deferred to accommodate the CLWC schedule.” 
• “Sign-up sheets were distributed during the service and were posted on the 

Celebration bulletin board.” 
• “The CLWC were advertised through the church newsletter, bulletins, and pulpit 

announcements, and were illustrated on church bulletin boards.” 
• “CLWC was our primary church activity for three weeks.”
